· If they are not saved after twenty years of prayer, follow them, with your prayers, to the gates of hell.

· When I came to London there was a slender audience on Sunday, but thank God there were almost as many at the prayer meeting as on the Sunday; and I thought, “This is alright; these people can pray.”

· When you can pray, and long to pray, why then you will pray; but when you cannot pray and do not wish to pray, why then you must pray, or evil will come of it.

· Cold prayers, so called, are not real prayers; they are rather entreaties to be denied, all their force works backwards.

· I have heard some Christians say, I do not feel in a proper frame of mind to pray; my brother, pray until you do.

· We cannot afford to lose the prayer of a single godly child or the most feeble Christian among us.

· When joy and prayer are married, their firstborn child is gratitude.

· As long as they live should Christians pray, for only when they pray, do they truly live. 
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
